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Rules for  Ulster Branch Tennis Ireland Match plays  U12, U14, U16 and U18
· Match plays are open to all Junior Members of affiliated clubs.
· You must enter the region which the Club you are a member of is in.
· You must play in the same region in both sets of matchplays (Winter and Spring) in that year.
· All players - with the exception of those involved in Ulster Full Time Training and National Squad Training - will enter the match plays at the regional level.
· All players must enter the age group which they are currently in (For Winter match plays this means the age group they will be in from January of the following year).
· If a player wins the National Match play in his/her age group in the Winter matchplays then he/she can apply to the Junior Development Committee to play up an age group in the Spring Match plays.
· Two Qualifying places will be available in each age group in each region.
· In the event that a region does not put forward two qualifiers in an age group the Junior Development Committee may ask players from other regions to play off for the available places. 

· In the event that a Regional qualifier pulls out at very short notice the Junior Development committee may choose a player to fill that position from another region taking the advice of the UBTI seeding committee.
· The seeding for the Provincial match plays will be done by the Ulster Branch Junior Seeding Committee and their decision is final.

· All players must register by email to play in the Provincial Match plays by the date given on the website. Any player failing to do so will automatically lose their place.

· If a player registers to play in the Provincial match plays and fails to attend the event without prior notice being given to the Junior Development Convener  they will lose the points they have accumulated in the regional match plays and be exempt from playing the next set of match plays.

· All players must complete all their matches in regional and provincial match plays. Failure to do so means that they will automatically be allocated last position in the match play rankings and cannot qualify from the event.
· Please note competitors must check in 15 mins before the start of play at regional and provincial match plays. A competitor arriving late at an event will be scratched from the event.
· The Code of Conduct for Players is in use at all UBTI match plays and will be enforced by the referee at all times and without exception.
· The Code of Conduct for Spectators is in use at all UBTI match playa and will be enforced by the referee at all times and without exception.
· UBTI will appoint a referee for each match play and their decision on all matters arising at the event will be final.
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
